Scholarship Terms and Conditions

Public Trust is the Trustee of the New Zealand Communities Growth Trust (NZCGT).  The Trust was established by a Court Order dated 3 April 2000.  
A number of scholarships are offered each year to former Centrepoint residents and their descendents to assist towards tertiary course fees and other course related costs.  The value of each scholarship can be up to $5,000 per annum for up to 3 years.

Applicants should carefully consider the criteria which may be varied from time to time.  
Important Dates

Applications are open from December with a closing date of 10 February annually.  Applicants will be advised of the outcome within a month of the closing date.  

Criteria

· At this time the Trustee is only considering applications from former Centrepoint residents and their descendents.  
· The programme of study must be in a recognised tertiary institution and there is a preference the course is not less than one year in duration.
Requirements

· The attached application form must be completed and sent to Public Trust (address above).

· Full course details including annual cost are to be provided.
· The application is to be supported by at least one reference (preferably two or more).
· Past academic records and/or other achievements are to be provided.

· A brief outline (max. 500 words) on why you should receive a scholarship is to be provided.

Notes

· Applicant may be required to attend an interview.
· Public Trust as Trustee of NZCGT reserves the right to pro-rata scholarships for part time study.
· Continuation of the offering or continuation of any scholarships and the annual amount will be at the Trustee’s discretion.

Process
Payment will be made direct to the education provider on proof/confirmation of enrolment.  If you require part of the payment to allow you to purchase books, accommodation while studying away from home etc, you will need to make prior arrangement with Public Trust.
After the first year and in order to receive further assistance, applicants are required to: 
1. Request continuation of scholarship in writing to Public Trust before 31 January each year.  This request must include: 
(a) a brief review of the previous year, 
(b) an outline of the intended study for the year ahead and 
(c) provide a brief update of current financial circumstances.

2. Previous year’s satisfactory examination results and confirmation of re-enrolment must be submitted before payment can be made.
